Under the category “Business ideas from students”: 

 

            The first prize of 2.000€ was awarded to the 

wining team named “Talk with the ants”.  The idea 

generated a novel, sustainable system of managing and 

restraining the traffic around the port where that 

congestion is high. It is based on the development of an 

algorithm inspired by the movement of large groups of 

ants’ population. The system is accessed by the user 

through a mobile application and has a double function: 

the collection of information on the status of traffic and 

the corresponding regulation of the flow.  

 

 Under the category Start up or an established firm: 

 

          The first prize of 2.500€ was awarded to 

“Seamorphosis, Stavros Strantzalis”. The system is based 

on Meton Innovtence and aims to detect evaluate and 

trace in real time of sea and river contamination by the 

use of contamination sensors.

StartUPiraeus is an innovative action offering a grid of

This includes: 

information and free business tools for everyone interested to know more about blue innovation  

 access to fast forward accelerator program for startups 

a three-month innovation mentoring program for established SMEs, or would –be startuppers 

 an incubator for supporting and hosting startups’ activities in the blue economy 

 a lot of communication activities and networking with innovation-supporting organizations and 

startups locally, nationally, and at the EU level 

Since June 2021, StartUPiraeus has supported more than 60 beneficiaries, with 17 mentors/coaches, at 7 events. 





“Piraeus Sea Days” events which take place annually since 2015, based on a 

joint initiative of the Municipality of Piraeus and multiple local associations, 

constitute a landmark as far as the wide promotion of Piraeus’ maritime 

activities, tourism, history, culture and sports are concerned. The events and 

festivals include a wide range of free-of- charge, sea-inspired activities 

throughout Piraeus revolving around and aiming to reinforce the city’s long - 

recorded naval history and tradition, shipping, history, culture, education and 

sports.
